In maths children have been learning about calculation and
measure. They have also been learning about statistics. Children
particularly enjoyed asking other children in school about their
favourite colour and recorded the information in a tally chart

Within the carefully planned
environment, stimulus and enhanced provision is used to excite,
capture and motivate the children and provide learning
opportunities .
